Minutes:

Kendall W. Lampkin, Executive Director, opened the meeting at 7:30 p.m.   

Mr. Lampkin first asked each of the TVASNAC Members introduce themselves and state the village they represent.

He then asked Cristina O’Keeffe to lead in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Upon completion, Ms. O’Keeffe introduced Village of Stewart Manor Mayor James Kelly who welcomed everyone to this evening’s meeting, especially to the members of TVASNAC for having a voice on this important topic and allowing the Village of Stewart Manor to be its host.

The first order of business was approval of the Minutes of the Meeting held on July 23, 2012.  After a general discussion, Kurt J. Langjahr made a motion to accept the Minutes of the Meeting held on July 23, 2012.  Laurence Quinn seconded the motion.

Mr. Lampkin noted that this evening’s topic would center on the benefits of conducting a Part 150 study, a voluntary program that U.S. airports may undertake to seek a balance between their operational needs and the noise impact their operations have on surrounding neighborhoods.  Guest speaker, Henry A.F. Young, President of Young Environmental Sciences, Inc., was invited to provide professional insight on the completion of the Part 150 and to answer questions from the board and audience.

Mr. Lampkin then stated that after having a last-minute cancellation on her schedule, Congresswoman Carolyn McCarthy has made an appearance.  She thanked the Board for keeping her abreast of the issues at hand.  This evening she came to update the attendees on the latest efforts to have the FAA and Port Authority address the long-standing aircraft noise issues that have been plaguing Nassau County and Queens.  She stated that on August 2nd she sent a letter to both FAA Acting Administrator Michael Huerta and Port Authority Executive Director Patrick Foye, attempting to get both agencies to sit down and work together.
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Another item on her agenda would be to arrange a meeting between TVASNAC and the U.S. Secretary of Transportation Ray LaHood. In conversation with the FAA, it was agreed to have some members of TVASNAC go down to Washington to personally meet with Mr. LaHood to work on a number of issues, to have everyone on the same page.  Everyone was in agreement that volume and frequency has increased over the past years; planes flying significantly lower, not following certain altitude restrictions –2,000 or 2,5000 feet over communities, etc.  

Congresswoman McCarthy then accepted questions from each of the TVASNAC Committee Member.  Upon completion, she then accepted questions from those in attendance.  She did note, however, that if it can be arranged, a meeting would be held on Long Island with representatives from the FAA and Port Authority

Mr. Lampkin on behalf of the TVASNAC Committee Member thanked Councilwoman McCarthy for taking the time to appear at this evening’s meeting and look forward to future meeting.

Mr. Lampkin introduced the guest speaker for this evening’s meeting, Henry A.F. Young, President, Young Environmental Sciences, Inc., an aviation consultant who has used his 38 years of specializing in compatible land use planning as a guide toward explaining ways in dealing with the ever-increasing noise issues; the first Part 150 Study was at Republic Airport Aircraft fleet size has substantially increased from roughly 8,000 in 1976 to over 21,000 today. His solutions included lowering the onset point of serious discomfort and incompatibility from its current level of 65 DNKL (Daily Noise Level), addressing night period noise as a separate matter under the supervision of acoustical experts to address this problem in the cheapest and most cost-effective manner that can be done.  Mr. Young acknowledged that the expense in doing these things would require much funding, monies that are available through a Part 150 Study that go toward addressing the concerns of the most seriously impacted resident.

Upon completion of a verbal presentation, Mr. Young accepted questions from each of the TVASNAC Committee Members.

At this point, Mr. Young accepted questions from those in attendance.  Upon completion, Mr. Lampkin thanked Mr. Young for coming to this e evening’s meeting; for a very informative presentation; addressing the 
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concerns of both the Committee Members and the residents and would welcome him back at a future meeting.

Frank Scaturro, running for Congress in New York’s 4th Congressional District, spoke before the Committee Members and residents relative to his concerns regarding higher altitudes and descent angles; the condition of the concrete at JFK Airport’s Bay Runway and the absence of representatives from the FAA and Port Authority this evening.

Assemblyman Brian Curran, 14th District, also appeared before the meeting 

There being no further business to come before the Committee, motion was made by Kurt Langjahr to adjourn the meeting.  Cristina O’Keeffe seconded the motion.
